On March 13, 2023, the Board of Trustees of Fidelity Private Credit Fund (the “Fund”) appointed Margaret Carey as Secretary and 
Chief Legal Officer (“CLO”) of the Fund, effective on April 1, 2023.

Ms. Carey also serves as an officer of other funds and as CLO of certain other Fidelity entities. She is a Senior Vice President and 
Deputy General Counsel of FMR LLC (diversified financial services company, 2019-present), and is an employee of Fidelity 
Investments.
